How does the contemplation of Christ’s sacrifice on your behalf safeguard you from wrong 
conclusions about your currently “unanswered” prayers? 

3. Read Jonah 4:1-4.  Clearly Jonah’s hope and prayers about the Ninevites were  
not aligned with God’s good intentions. When have you had to learn this about 
something on your prayer list?  

4. Read 1 Peter 1:14-19.  Based on your own life, how might you illustrate the truth 
that in this present world God is good to value your growth in holiness above your 
experience of happiness? 

5. Read 1 Peter 1:13.  How can a sober-minded focus on the soon-to-arrive grace of 
God’s kingdom change your response to disappointments in your prayer life?
