genuine repentance and salvation. What motivates the kind of sorrow that fails to produce biblical repentance? 

2. Read 2 Corinthians 5:17, 15.  Why is every person’s conversion to Christ radical and dramatic, even if there is 
not a sordid testimony of pre-Christian exploits. 

3. Read 2 Peter 2:17-22 and Hebrews 6:7-9.  Why is it so much worse for the 
unrepentant to have experienced the benefits of biblical teaching and an 
association with God’s people, than for those who haven’t? 

4. Read Acts 26:19-20.  What are some of the deeds you see in your life that are in 
keeping with your repentance? 

5. Read Psalm 32.  What aspects of this “song of a repentant man” lead you to be 
grateful for God’s patience?
