3. Read Colossians 1:12-14.  How can and should these truths fuel our worship and thanksgiving to God?  Why is 
it important to not simply give thanks for our temporal blessings? 

4. Read Romans 12:1-2.  What would you say to someone who tells you he feels 
thankful to God but never serves the ministry of Christ or gives financially to the 
cause of Christ?
