Why is there a special joy in being the instrument God uses to bring people into a 
right relationship with Christ?  What aspects of this passage excite you about seeing the people you’ve shared 
the gospel with added to our church? 

4. Read Colossians 4:2-6.  What specific “open doors” can you be praying for?
